While no guide is perfect, this one has a lot of helpful hints to the areas we have visited. As newbies

on the Chesapeake,(I am a southern New Jersey ocean sailor at heart) we have found a lot of

useful information for our adventures. Would recommend this to all sailors.

This is a pretty good guide book, but the pages have light grey ink on a white page which is hard to

read, and the included chart close-ups are tiny and not too easy to use. I've used a lot of other

cruising guides that are much more readable, which is important given that when you're out boating,

you often need a quick answer and sometimes have a lot going on with driving, sail trim, traffic,

weather, etc.

This is a nice book, conveniently organized for the Bay cruiser. It's easy to find essential information

for any given section of the Bay. If only the charts and pictures were in color, instead of shades of

gray, they would be so much more readable and useful.
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
