However, | ordered this as a
textbook rental and was shocked to receive a shrink-wrapped loose-leaf book. On top of that, it's not
even a standard size, and the TWO holes are in the top 2/3 of the book. WTF? Where on earth am |

going to find an emply notebook that can even hold this?

This is a standard college level Survey of World Religion book, and does a good job of

disseminating the info you need to know without being terribly dry. | read a good eighty percent of
this for my class, and the tone of the book is not overtly preachy nor is it watered down. | did take
issue with some of the PC speak in the book, but at a collegiate level, that’s to be expected. All in

all, not a bad book.

| think the book as a teaching tool is fine; but when | receive the book it was missing over 75 of its
loose leaf pages. | am returning that copy and am going to try again because | need it for class. ... |
am not a fan of the loose leaf form of this product either. The holes are not reinforced so they rip
easily; and as other reviewers have noted, the product only has two hole punches. The size of the
product suggests a small binder, but you cannot put the book into that size binder because of the
number and layout of the hole punches; but in a large binder the pages really stay loose-- probably

leading to the ripping of pages | mentioned before.

| bought this book for my World Religion class, although we never really used it much. Still helped
me though! Only bad thing about the book was that it was 3-hole punched and it ripped multiple

times out of my binder.

| didn’t read the reviews, because it didn’t matter anyway, | needed this book ASAP for school. The

overall layout is nice, but the pages are pretty thin(I’'m scared I'm going to rip them everytime | turn
