As a great follow-on to the original "Baffled Parent" beginner book from Bobby Clark, this one is
much more than just practice games. It contains the type of wisdom you will hear in the USSF "D"
and NCSAA Regional Diploma courses, so that the novice coach has more to go on than simply
doing some game because it’s in the book. It should help him/her to structure practices that make
the players think, keep them active, and work towards a theme. It goes beyond telling them not to
do the three "L"s (laps, lines, lectures) and gives them some tools so they know what they should do
instead. I'm buying 150 of them for the coaches in our rec program. Also recommend the McAvoy
